RUNNING ORDER OF THE TRIAL

The drawing of entries for all stakes will take place on the field trial grounds at 7:30 AM (PST). Dogs must be present on the field trial grounds at the time of the drawing to be officially entered. OAAD & OAAB stakes will be run consecutively but not necessarily in that order. Bitches in season are eligible to run in the OAAB stake. Field Champions will run after the completion of the open stakes. The winners of the regular stakes, if eligible, will run for Absolute as a trio. The field trials will be held regardless of weather.

DIRECTIONS TO FIELD TRIAL GROUNDS (see map on cover):


FROM 91 freeway traveling EAST: Take SR 71 Corona Expressway North to the Euclid Ave./Butterfield Ranch Rd. exit. Go NORTH 2 miles on Euclid Ave. (past the main entrance to Prado Regional Park) to Pine Avenue; turn right (EAST). Go 1.2 miles to Chino Corona Road and turn right (SOUTH). Drive past California Institute for Women (on your right side) to the Stop sign at the intersection of Chino Corona Road and Cucamonga Ave. Go straight on Cucamonga Ave. (continue at ( below)


FROM 91 freeway traveling WEST: Take Lincoln Ave. North in Corona, go 1.2 miles north to River Road and turn Left. Drive 2.5 miles to the intersection of River Rd. and Archibald. (continue at ( below)


FROM Interstate 15: Take 2nd Street Exit West in Norco to River Rd. Turn Right on River Rd. Go to the intersection of River Rd. and Archibald. (continue at ()

( Go straight and you will now be on Archibald. Go to Chandler St. and turn left. Go to dead end and jog left (Hellman Ave) and immediate right onto Chino Corona Rd. Go 1.3 miles to Cucamonga Ave (see ( below). Turn Left on Cucamonga Ave. (continue at ()

( Go 1 mile to McCarty Road (not marked) and turn left. Go about ¼ mile and turn left into Model Airplane Park. Please park along south edge of lot, as far from runway as possible.
( (refer to map on cover): If Chino Corona Rd. is blocked, take Hellman north to Pine Ave (dead end) and turn left. Go to Chino Corona Rd. and turn left. Go to stop sign at Cucamonga and go straight. (continue directions @ ()

I (WE) ACKNOWLEDGE THAT THE "Rules Applying to Dog Shows/Registration and Discipline" and, if this entry is for a Dachshund Field Trial, the "Regulations for Dachshund Field Trials", have been made available to me (us) and that I am (we are) familiar with their contents. I (we) waive any and all claims, causes of action, I (we) might otherwise have against the AKC and any AKC approved judge, judging at this trial under AKC Rules, Regulations and Guidelines.  I (we) agree that the club holding this event has the right to refuse this entry for cause which the club shall deem to be sufficient. In consideration of the acceptance of this entry and of the holding of the field trial and of the opportunity to have the dog judged and to win prize money, ribbons, or trophies, I (we) agree to hold this club, its members, directors, governors, officers, agents, superintendents or trial secretary and owner or lessor of the premises and any employees of the aforementioned parties, harmless from any claim for loss or injury which may be alleged to have been caused directly or indirectly to any person or thing by the act of this dog while in or upon the field trial test premises or grounds or near any entrance thereto, and I (we) personally assume all responsibility and liability for any such claim; and I (we) further agree to hold the aforementioned parties harmless from any claim for loss of this dog by disappearance, theft, death or otherwise, and from any claim for damage or injury to the dog, whether such loss, disappearance, theft, damage or injury, be caused or alleged to be caused by the negligence of the club or any of the parties aforementioned, or by the negligence of any other person, or any other cause or causes.
